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Mayor & Council Update  
 
The first three months of this year has been very 
busy for the Mayor, Council and Staff.  We 
would like to highlight some of the projects and 
items we are working on. 
 
Multiplex Update: In the last months of 2018 we 
received a number of tenders to our call for proposals, and they came in 40% over budget. In 
January, to update the residents we had a Public meeting to explain our options. Because we 
have a mandate (from the public referendum) to work towards a new facility, another grant 
application has been submitted to the Federal & Provincial Governments which would make up 
the short fall. We have to wait until fall to hear if our grant application is approved.  
 
Brown Bag Lunches:  To date the Mayor and Deputy Mayor (Fred Roberson) have been meet-
ing with residents to discuss whatever they wish to discuss. These items have included seniors 
housing, highway issues with the new contractor, more recreation activities, poverty levels af-
fecting children, and health service concerns. A more detailed report of the lunch meetings is on 
the District webpage. Next meeting is April 18 11:30 am to 1:30 pm North Island Mall. 
 
Housing and Low income Rentals: with only  0.2% rental availability in Port Hardy we were 
glad to see applications for rezoning, which were approved , to deal with these issues and we 
hope to see start ups later this year. 
 
Healthy Community: the Mount Waddington Health Network has hired a consultant (BC Healthy 
Communities) to provide a report on  strategies to deal with Housing and Transportation in the 
Mount Waddington region. 
 
Official Community Plan: our OCP of 2011 is requiring an update which will start this year, and 
we are looking forward to having public meetings to discuss your concerns and areas that need 
updating. 
 
Paperless Agendas /Live Streaming:  As we look at better ways to be environmentally friendly, 
one way will be going paperless at our meetings. We also know that the residents of Port Har-
dy would like to be better communicated with by using all forms of media, so we plan, in the 

near future, to provide you with live streaming of our council meetings.  

Fire Hazard/Water Conservation: As we all know this winter has been very dry and we need 
to be  conscientious about fires and diligent about water usage, so we are asking for your help 
and awareness.

BASIC EMERGENCY KIT 

¶ Water ð at least two litres of water per person per day; include small bottles that can be 

carried easily in case of an evacuation order 

¶ Food that wonõt spoil, such as canned food, energy bars and dried foods (replace food 
and water once a year) 

¶ Manual can-opener 

¶ Crank or battery-powered flashlight (and extra batteries). Replace 

batteries once a year. 

¶ Crank, battery-powered radio (+ extra batteries) or Weatheradio 

¶ First aid kit 

¶ Extra keys to your car and house 

¶ Some cash in smaller bills, such as $10 bills & change for payphones 

¶ A copy of your emergency plan and contact information 

 
If applicable, other items such as prescription medication, infant formula, equipment for people with disabilities, or 
food, water and medication for your pets or service animal (personalize according to your needs)

Alternate Approval ProcessðFire Fighting Equipment 
The District of Port Hardy is seeking to purchase an air 
compressor and 22 SCBA Packs (fire fighting equipment). 
The financing of the equipment will be by way of agreement 
under Section 175 of the Community Charter; to borrow 
from the Municipal Finance Authority up to $215,000 with a 
5-year renewable term and amortization of approx. 10 
years. The interest rate will be variable and annual pay-
ments of approx. $25,000. 
Eligible electors from the District of Port Hardy may register 
their opposition to the financing by way of Agreement under 
Section 175 of the Community Charter for fire fighting 
equipment; intended to be purchased by the District of Port 
Hardy, by obtaining, signing, and  returning an Elector Re-
sponse form.  
Elector Response forms and additional information are 
available at the District Office located at 7360 Columbia 
Street, the Districtôs website porthardy.ca, or call (250)-949-
6665. Elector Response forms must be submitted in the 
form established; other forms of objection wonôt be consid-
ered. 
Take notice that unless 10% (272) of registered electors file 
a notice of objection by 4:30 PM on Wednesday, May 
15th, 2019 that the District may proceed.  

Tax Notices will be mailed the last week of May. If you do not receive 
yours, please contact the District Office. Taxes are due July 2nd.           
Late payments are charged a 10% penalty.  
If you are eligible for the Home Owner Grant, claim by July 2nd to avoid 
penalty.
